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The nine faculty members within the Division of Neuromuscular Disease are all members of the Brigham and Women's Hospital Department
of Neurology and provide evaluate and treat patients with common and rare neuromuscular disorders including muscular dystrophy,
inflalmatory myopathies, metabolic myopathies, myasthenia gravis, Lambert-Eaton syndrome, congenital myasthenia, hereditary and
acquired polyneuropathies, and motor neuron disease, including amyotrophic lateral sclerosis.
